OTHER BUSINESS

WHEREAS, it has come to the attention of the Board of Education that in 46-20
1925 a request to transfer territory from Fulton Township Centralized School District
to Delta Village School District; and

WHEREAS, the transfer was never effectuated, despite indications of the
intent to do so. Given the passage of nearly 95 years since the request, the record is
not entirely clear; and

WHEREAS, while no formal transfer can be found in the existing records,
the reality is that tax revenues have been paid from the territory to Delta Village
School District and its successor district, despite the fact that the territory has
remained in Fulton Township Centralized School District and its successor district;
and

WHEREAS, Evergreen Local School District is the successor district to
Fulton Township Centralized School District as relates to the subject territory, and
Pike-Delta-York Local School District is the successor district to Delta Village
School District as relates to the subject territory; and
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WHEREAS, in this highly unusual circumstance, seeking the transfer of the
subject territory will have no impact, financially or as relates to student attendance,
on Evergreen Local School District or Pike-Delta-York Local School District.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Board of Education of
the Evergreen Local School District, that:

SECTION1

The Board of Education hereby formally requests the State Board of
Education to approve the territory transfer described herein, subject to agreement of
the Evergreen Local School District and Pike-Delta-York Boards of Education. The
Board directs its Superintendent and Treasurer to ensure that required filings are
made to process this request.

The involved territory is described in the attached legal description (Exhibit
A), and is comprised of all of Fulton County Auditor Parcel 11-022036-02, and the
entire western portion of the two separate portions of Fulton County Auditor Parcel
11-022036-01 (Exhibit B). The total size of this territory is 2.125 acres.

SECTION 11

The Evergreen Local School District and Pike-Delta-York Local School
District Boards of Education have engaged in good faith negotiations for terms of
this transfer of territory. The Board of Education anticipates submitting an agreement
to the State Board of Education when final terms are reached.

SECTION 111

It is found and determined that all formal actions of this Board concerning or
related to the adoption of this Resolution were adopted in an open meeting of this
Board, and all deliberations of this Board and any of its committees, if any, that
resulted in such formal actions were adopted in meetings open to the public, in
compliance with all applicable requirements of the Ohio Revised Code.

Don Smith moved and Zach Murry seconded the motion that the above Resolution
be adopted.
